Robert Peterson, (Concert Choir Director) has been musical director of
several musicals at Edina High School - “Mame,” “No No Nanette,”
“Gypsy,” “Guys and Dolls,” “Oklahoma,” “Hello Dolly,” “How to Succeed in
Business Without Really Trying,” “The Fantasticks,” “The Music Man,” and
“Fiddler on the Roof.” The Concert Choir won a national choral competition
in St. Louisin 1982 and in Orlando last spring (1988) and was invited to per-
form in the National Cathedral in Washington, D.C. in April of 1983 and
again in 1989. The Concert Choir has also appeared at the Ordway Music
Theatre with the Greater Twin Cities Youth Symphony. Two years ago, the
Concert Choir appeared in a series of “Young People’sConcerts” at Orches-
tra Hall with the Minnesota Orchestra and toured the Philadelphia and New
